· Maximum 4,000 words including endnotes. An abstract in English must be provided (max. 200 words) for both articles in English and Irish
· Use endnotes instead of footnotes
· Keep endnotes to a minimum
· Submit a separate bibliography of references cited
Book reviews

· Maximum 1,000 words
All submissions

· Please submit a printed copy and a hard copy on floppy disk or as e-mail attachment (Word format)
· Each copy should have a separate title page. On the title page, please give your name, e-mail address, postal address, telephone number and a brief biographical note (e.g. institutions attended, research interests, other publications) to appear at the end of the article
Style

· Spacing: 1.5

· Font Times New Romans 12

· Provide parenthetical internal citations with author, date and page numbers of any passage quoted or referred to as follows (Chandler 2001: 24)
· Always use single inverted commas except in the case of a quotation within a quotation
· In the case of translated work please include the name of the translator
· In the case of a multi-volume work, please state the title of the whole work and the number of volumes even though you have exclusively referred to a particular volume of the whole work
