This meeting is part of the continuing tradition that started with two First International Eijkman Symposia is organized separately in Indonesia and the Netherlands. One was held in The Hague, in 1998 to celebrate a century Christiaan Eijkman inaugurated as full professor in Hygiene and Bacteriology at the Utrecht University. Christiaan Eijkman received a Nobel prize in 1929 for his research on beri-beri. Eijkman had done his seminal work in the former Dutch East Indies between 1886 and 1898. The other symposium was in the commemoration of the centenary of the discovery held in Jakarta, Indonesia in 1990. The Second International Eijkman Symposium was a joint initiative and held at the hotel Lido Lakes in Bogor, Indonesia in 2001. The topic of this symposium was: "Tropical Diseases: From Molecule to Bedside". The Third International Eijkman Symposium will combine the high scientific tradition already started with a unique cultural experience. All participants are invited to present their contribution in the 3 days program. Ample room is created for workshops on collaborative ongoing research between Indonesia and its partners overseas. As it is our ambition to actively involve young scientists in this gathering, we welcome scientific contributions in the form of oral and poster presentations. A commercial exhibition is included for inspiration and mutual interest to both the delegates and the companies. The venue, Sheraton Mustika Hotel, is located 2 km from the airport and 10 km from the centre of Yogyakarta. The social program for accompanying persons will include a visit to the famous temple of Borobudur. We hope that you will have some time, to visit Java or the surrounding interesting islands before or after the symposium. We are looking forward to welcoming you to the Third International Eijkman Symposium in 2004 in Yogyakarta.
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
